Finally my shoulder has healed enough since the Rotator Cuff Repair in May

so that | can finally dye reed and teach again. The Scottish Yarn Basket is a newer rib style
basket. Also from Appalachia, but not as traditional as the egg, potato or key baskets. This is
a large floor basket to hold knitting, your fleece when spinning (OK, wrong guild!) the dog
toys, kindling to start the wood stove, or yarn!

This is a rib style basket (like last year's hen basket) but this one uses your choice of either 2
14" or 2-16" hardwood hoops. We will be using #7 round reed for the ribs for the 14" basket
and #8 round reed for the 16" basket. We will be using 1/4" flat reed for the God's eyes, and
dyed and undyed #3 round reed for the weavers, and dyed and undyed 1/4" flat reed, plus
sea grass for accents. There will be many colors to choose from! If this is your first rib style
basket, I'd recommend the 14" one.

Dates: Friday, October 27 and Saturday October 28th, with a FREE finish your basket day on
Sunday, October 29th. NOTE: If you work and are unable to attend the Friday class, it's still
fine to come on Saturday and Sunday.

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Great Basin  Basketry Exhibit
Exhibit: July 6-12, 2018, Peppermill Resort, Reno, Nevada

An international juried exhibit featuring functional or nonfunctional, traditional or nontraditional
forms in basketry techniques.

Great Basin refers to the geographical bow! of the area and is a source of natural weaving
materials for the basketmaker, used over the centuries by the native peoples who have called
the Great Basin their home. Extending the concept of using indigenous materials, this exhibit
encourages and emphasizes the use of materials from the artist's environment.

Jurying  HGA seeks to feature work which is not only of the highest caliber in craftsmanship
and technical ability but which also transcends the ordinary, expresses creative design beyond
process, and is visually exciting.

The juror will independently screen all images and make the preliminary selection of all work in
the exhibition. Entries will be evaluated on concept, design, technique, craftsmanship and
creative exploration.

Accepted work is subject to final approval by the juror's representative after the actual work
arrives at the Peppermill Resort. Work that exceeds the size limitation and/or differs signifi-
cantly from the digital image representing it will be ineligible for the exhibition and returned to
the artist.

Submission to Great Basin implies that the artwork represented on the digital images will be, if
chosen by the juror, available for the exhibition and that the artist understands that all accepted
work, without exception, must remain for the duration of the exhibition.

Eligibility

This exhibit is open to all basket makers of both functional and nonfunctional forms in fiber
techniques. Submitted work should be a structural, three-dimensional piece where fibers/
materials cross with fiber/materials.

Three pieces may be entered per artist. Works exhibited in previous Convergence
Conference® exhibits are not eligible.

All work must be of exhibition quality, completed within the last two years (since January
2016), and not previously published in any national or international print publication

The size of the finished work may not exceed 48 inches by 72 inches or a weight of 20 Ibs.
Work executed under classroom/educational guidance or supervision is not eligible.

Juror: Marcia Weiss is an internationally exhibited artist with works held in private collections
in Europe and the United States. Her basketry work has been commissioned for site-specific
installation in France and for shows in the USA. In addition to spending time in her studio,
Marcia is the Director of the Fashion & Textiles Futures Center at Philadelphia University and
Thomas Jefferson University where she teaches advanced studio courses at the graduate and
undergraduate levels, including 3D textiles.

Entry Procedure Entry is a two step process.

1. Complete the online entry form.

2. Email images to the Exhibits Committee at Basket@WeaveSpinDye.org with your name in the
Subject Line. Example: Lastname, Firstname

Image Requirements: Images must be submitted as digital images of completed work. There
may be two (2) images of each work; one image of the entire piece and one optional detail image
or full view of the front and full view of the back. Save as .jpg using the maximum quality setting
with at least 300ppi. Length on the long side of the image should be approximately 3000 pixels in
order to have a clear, large image.

Image Title Format: Lastname_title or Lastname_title detail

The artist's name must not be visible on the digital image. The images of accepted work will
become the property of HGA & may be used for HGA publications & other promotional purposes.

Entry Fees $32 HGA member, $47 non-HGA member, No fee for Students

Awards First, second, and third place awards and the HGA Award will be selected by the juror.
Additional special criteria awards may be available. For updates please check the HGA Web
site www.WeaveSpinDye.orq.

Presentation of Work  All accepted entries must be sent ready to show and exhibit. All work
must be received ready to install. If work requires specific hanging device(s) or armature(s),
these must be included with clear installation instructions.

Shipping  Shipping instructions will be sent with the acceptance notification. Work should be
packed very well and shipped in a substantial reusable container. Artists are responsible for the
costs of sending and the return shipping of their work and for insurance during transit.

NO hand delivery of work will be allowed.

Liability be insured against all risks of physical loss or damage from any external cause while
pieces are on location during the period of loan. Insurance excludes loss or damage

that occurs by any event beyond the control of HGA or the Peppermill Resort. During shipment,
the insurance regulations of the shipping company will be in effect. The artist must provide any
additional insurance.

Sales  Work on exhibit will not be for sale.
